Eleven greater New York met-
ropolitan hospitals have received 
national recognition for 
substantially raising organ 
donation rates of eligible 
donors.

At the 4th Annual Nation-
al Learning Congress on Organ 
Donation and Transplantation 
in Nashville, TN in October, the 
Health Resources and Services 
Administration (HRSA) — an 
agency of the U.S. Department of Health 
and Human Services (HHS) — presented 
these hospitals with Medals of Honor: 

Elmhurst Hospital Center, Jacobi Medi-
cal Center, Maimonides Medical Center, 
Mercy Medical Center, NewYork-Presby-
terian Hospital, Montefiore North Division 
(formerly Our Lady of Mercy Medical 
Center), Richmond University Medical 
Center (formerly St. Vincent’s Hospital), 

St. Luke’s-Roosevelt Hospital Center – 
Roosevelt Division, Staten Island Univer-
sity Hospital North, Southside Hospital 
and Westchester Medical Center.

The New York-based hospitals were 
among 402 hospitals nationwide with 
eight or more potential donors that 
met eligibility criteria for achieving and 
sustaining an organ donation rate of 75 
percent or higher for any 12-month period 
between August 2006 and May 2008.

Dr. Joseph Cooke, associate profes-

sor of clinical medicine and public 
health, and chief quality and patient 
safety officer at NewYork-Presbyterian 
Hospital/Weill Cornell Medical Center, 
was also honored at the 4th Annual 
National Learning Congress. 

A Regional Champion Award was presented 
to Dr. Cooke for exemplifying “the best quali-
ties of donation and transplantation profes-
sionals who are committed to ending deaths on 

the waiting list.” 
Dr. Cooke specializes in pulmo-

nary disease medicine, critical care 
medicine and internal medicine. He 
co-chairs Weill Cornell’s organ donor 
council and chairs the NewYork-Pres-
byterian Hospital critical care network 

and the New York Presbyterian Hospital Sys-
tem donation and transplantation council. 

Dr. Cooke is also a member of the New York 
Organ Donor Network’s medical advisory board. 
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
